Back to that growing trend thing again, about five years ago we
noticed that a gradual shift took place in the body style of trucks people
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started building. Fewer and fewer new trucks were appearing at'thé
shows, and we began noticing a ton of Chevy C-10 pickups coming out
of the woodwork, specifically '73-87 Chevy C-10 square body trucks.
Now we have seen trends take off before, but in terms of full-blown
show trucks the '73-87 Chevys have accelerated in build frequency
faster than any other truck out there.

Ike decided he wanted a piece of this action, and in February 2008
picked up a 1984 Chevy C-10 fleet side and started cutting it up. Not
unlike any of Ike’s past creations this one too had to lay flat, stuff big
wheels and be covered in color.
