Remove thed screwsand boltsandremove the vent glas@s shown by thgreen

arrows in the picture.Removethe old glass run channels and scrapers first to make

removing the glass easier. Slide the original door gliske way dowrback closer

to the latch assembly. This should enapbei to slide the vent glass assembly away

from its cavity (Make sure theB bolts are removed first connecting the door to the

vent assemblyincluding lower door glass stapPull back thertwist the vent

assembly gently so you can slide it out easjfatch out with the lower vent
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on the regulator.
